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Question: Where a secretary or other non-attorney delivers a motion to the secretary 
or clerk of a Judge, and where said court personnel then tenders the papers 
to the Judge and then recontacts the non-attorney to inform her that the 
order has either been signed or denied, and where the non-attorney then 
retrieves the papers from the court personnel, is this violative of the 
standards concerning the unauthorized practice of law?  

Answer:   No. 

OPINION 
 
The circumstances outlined in the question would not be violative of the standards for the 

unauthorized practice of law.
